The tour focuses 
on the estate vineyards outside the tasting room door, where you’ll 
learn about the labor-intensive biodynamic farming methods they use, 
such as burying cow horns filled with cow manure in the vineyards 
Tasting fee. ���� 1791 Olivet Rd.
