Proprietor Kathryn Walt Hall got her start in the wine industry
managing her family’s vineyard in Mendocino, California. Trained
as an attorney, her career has included a stint as the U.S. Ambas-
sador to Austria. Today she and her husband, Craig Hall, have cre-
ated one of the most beautiful wineries in Napa Valley and some of
the best wines in the world. Hall was the first LEED gold-certified
winery in California and practices organic farming, producing
Sauvignon Blanc, Merlot, and a group of powerful Cabernet Sauvi-
gnons that have won many accolades. The Cabernet Sauvignon is
full-bodied, with soft tannins in the glass with scents of cherry,
chocolate, and spice along with flavors of blueberry, cassis, anise,
and chocolate. Hall has two locations: “The St. Helena winery is
open daily for tours; the Rutherford location, open by appointment
only, produces rare wines in 14,000 square feet of caves showcas-
ing the winery’s art collection.
